The Sailing Instructions may be
emailed to all pre-registered competitors prior to the 8" May at the discretion of the Marine Sports Manager.

VENUE
7.1 The host club is Royal Queensland Yacht Squadron — 578 Royal Esplanade Manly QLD 4179.
7.2 Racing will be conducted on Moreton Bay west of Green Island.
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8. THE COURSES
The diagram in Attachment 1 shows the courses, the order in which marks are to be passed, and the side on
which each mark is to be left.

9.  SCORING

9.1 The Low Point Scoring System of Appendix A will apply.

9.2 Four (4) races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

9.3 (a) When 6 or fewer races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her races
scores.
(b) When 7 to 8 races have been completed, a boat's series score will be the total of her race scores
excluding her worst result.

9.4 VYC Yardsticks will apply to all boats with fewer than five series entries of the same class.

10. RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio
communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

11. PRIZES & DIVISIONS
11.1  Scratch / VYC= 1% in each division/class.
11.2  Handicap — 1% in each division/class.
11.3  Five series entries of the same class will constitute a division.
11.4  Other prizes may be awarded at the discretion of the race committee.

12. DISCLAIMER OF ENTRY
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race. The organising
authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction
with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

13. INSURANCE
Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $5m
per event or equivalent.
