Inherent in the sport
of sailing is the risk of permanent, catastrophic injury or death by drowning,
trauma, hypothermia or other causes.

All participants are required to comply with any safety provisions as mandated under the
Racing Rules of Sailing, and any Class Rules that may apply. The Squadron encourages
and supports competitors who believe it is appropriate to exceed the above requirements
(such as the wearing of helmets, body armor, impact vests, etc.) if they or their guardian
believe that conditions and their personal circumstances warrant.
